III. Transformation Initiative Updates
a. Dr. Hayes introduced Dr. Art Recesso to kick off the meeting with updates from the USG regarding the transformation initiative. 

Dr. Recesso indicated that the transformation initiative came out of request from several Provosts. It is a collaborative of institution to work on some of the challenges in in Higher Ed broadly and specifically for some of the institutions experiencing challenges with enrollment growth. 

He expressed that there is demand for data science, cyber security, and healthcare education among both an employers and learners. And as the state also experiences growth, we can validate the value proposition of the learner the employer and the institution to then tap into that demand. 

Universities struggling with enrollment should rethinking mission and rethinking priorities knowing that a high school graduation cliff is coming. Also the demand for the traditional higher education route is declining making it necessary to consider making adjustments to that that decreasing traditional population and expanding and tap into the growth in in other areas. To do so, a group has been formed to work on a transformation framework. The transformation network presently includes 9 institutions. Participation has been completely volunteer. A mix of Provost, Deans, faculty and really anyone that was interested in tackling this huge knowledge demand area are participating. 

The value proposition of that knowledge and then as institutions how we could address that through knowledge development opportunities that may not necessarily be the same as we have done in the past. And thinking through the barriers to that, so we actually the group has a a thing called the barriers document very fancy that we are working through and prioritizing to say, Well, you know. If we could knock these barriers out of the way.
